The Battle of Cape Ortegal: 1805

The last action of Trafalgar

Overview:

The battle off Cape Ortegal between British Rear Adm. Strachen's squadron and French Rear Adm. Dumanior's squadron was the last action in the Trafalgar campaign. The squadrons consisted of equal numbers of 3rd Rates and the British squadron also contained 4 frigates. In this scenario I have included only the ships of the line to create a very balanced, inexpensive introductory scenario. 

Seascape:

4' by 4' board, wind is blowing due East

Deployment: 

The French squadron deploys 50cm from the western edge of the board in line of battle formation. 

The British squadron deploys 25cm from the west edge of the board in line of battle formation. 

Game length: 

up to 20 turns

Victory Conditions:

Use Scenario 1 victory conditions
